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Who Changed the Rules??

City of Austin Code Enforcement and AMLD Deed Restriction Enforcement

Just when everyone thought they had
gotten the hang of Deed Restriction enforce-
ment by the MUD and the Limited District,
somebody starts Code Enforcement. What is
THAT all about?

Deed Restrictions are rules, originally
setup by the developers of Anderson Mill over
30 years ago, that are actually a legal part of
the deed of each property in Anderson Mill.
These restrictions vary slightly depending on
the section of Anderson Mill in which your
home was built. There are over 30 different
sections in Anderson Mill and each section
has its own set of Deed Restrictions. They are
all similar but not exactly the same. Many
homeowners do not recall getting a copy of
the deed restriction, but generally it was in
that large pile of paperwork you signed when
you closed on your home. If you no longer
have a copy, you can get a copy from the
Anderson Mill Limited District web site: http://
www.amld.org.

and it will take you to a map. Locate your area
on the map, click on it and a copy of the Deed
Restrictions and the original plat will come up
in PDF format.

The Anderson Mill Limited District en-
forces the deed restrictions as the Anderson
Mill MUD did before our area was annexed by
the City of Austin. We have a contractor who
drives the neighborhood several times a
month looking for violations of the deed re-
strictions. They send the homeowner a letter
and photo if they find a violation asking them
to correct the situation, a couple of weeks
later the address is checked again and if there
is still a violation, a second letter is sent. In
over 80% of the cases this is enough to have
the problem solved, the letters are a gentle
reminder to get a project done that has been
on the Aback burner. o

maining problems are handled at this point, a

small percentaged little over 2% are referred
to our attorneys for a final warning. Less than
1% have law suits filed against the home
owner. So this was Deed Restriction enforce-
ment by the MUD and it continues with the
Limited Districtd BUT, now we have a new set
of rules that apply as welld City of Austin
Codes and Ordinances.

The City of Austin has created City
codes and ordinances to protect the health,
safety, and quality of life for the citizens of
Austin. The Citybds Codg
investigates reports of most code violations
and ensures that the standards required by
City codes are met. Certain types of violations
are handled by the Austin police, and some
involving health issues may require the Health
Departmentds action.

c. Weeds or grass over 12 inches tall

d. Accumulations of litter, brush, trash or debris

e. Tree limbs which hang lower than 14 feet over the

public right of way.

f. Garbage cans left at the curb.

g. Obstructions in the public right of way.
*Abatements can be corrected by the City of Austin, the
owner or tenant will be responsible for paying fees for the
services rendered on their behalf.

What is the Public Right of Way?

The public Right of Way is any public thorough-
fare, such as a street, road, or alley. It also usually in-
cludes the property within or adjacent to the thorough-
fare, such as medians, utility poles, sidewalks, and the
area between the first expansion joint in a driveway and
the street (see adjacent drawing). Some City codes are
designed to keep the public right of way safe and free
from obstructions, such as signs, and other hazards. If
there is an obstruction that limits sight in a public right of
way Code Enforcement officials may ask the owner to
remove the obstruction.
