
very challenging for staff to man-

age the tag thefts and  tag 

òsharingó that was occurring. 

Swim tags have always been non- 

transferable. 

The third reason is that the new 

system is a management and data 

collection tool. All class registra-

tions, tennis keys, fitness center 

passes, and annual swim passes are 

in the system. The various scans 

will enable us to run reports that 

show batherloads at various times 

of the day at each pool and actual 

use of the fitness center. This 

information  will permit staff to 

substantiate switching guard cov-

erage as needed and to possibly 

expand fitness center hours if use 

is documented in such a way that 

warrants it. If an emergency hap-

pens at the facility we will be able 

to identify the patron simply by 

checking the facility entry reports 

or the visitor sign-in log. 

In summary, these changes will 

allow us to make sure we are 

charging everyone fairly, and pro-

vides new conveniences like on-

line registration and computerized 

data collection. The new system 

will collect valuable information 

for management, allowing us to 

better serve the community in an 

efficient manner and disseminate 

parks and recreation program 

information to all in an effort to 

promote our programming, ena-

bling us to keep our fees low for 

the residents of Anderson Mill. 

Changes! Most people  canõt 

stand them. So why the changes 

in the pool tag registration? If 

you have already gone to get 

your swim tag, you have found 

out that you have to go to the 

District office located in the 

Community Center at the end of 

the El Salido parking lot instead 

of the pool. As always, if claiming 

residency status, you have been 

asked for two forms of current 

identification, one being a photo 

I.D. and the other a current bill 

or document connecting your 

name with the residence. You 

also learned that everyone in the 

household is required to have 

their picture taken and have their 

own pool passesð see below. 

What are the reasons behind the 

changes? 

There are three main reasons for 

the changes this year. The first is   

customer service. You no longer 

have to stand in the sun waiting 

to reach the pool window to 

make your purchases. All pass 

sales (annual pool pass & fitness 

center) are now at the Commu-

nity Center in the A/C. This year 

it is a little slow going because 

we are creating a new database 

and must get all pass owners 

entered into the system. Next 

year, that information will already 

be entered when you come to 

renew your passes and will go 

much quicker. In fact only the 

kids will possibly need a new 

picture as they grow. When you 

enter the pool with your new 

pool pass you proceed around 

the corner to the second win-

dow and scan your cards. It takes 

approximately 3 seconds be-

tween card scans. No more wait-

ing to sign in and shorter entry 

lines into the pools. 

The second reason is security. 

In the past our system did not 

ensure that Anderson Mill Resi-

dents were the oneõs getting the 

price breaks at the pools as in-

tended. Now our system is much 

more accountable. Also, it was
